OENO and HENDERSON ISLANDS 

 
 

Two of the longboats with 25 people and untold volumes of cargo left for Oeno on the 12th February 2009.  Oeno is one 
of the three other uninhabited islands in our Pitcairn Islands group, and used to be visited almost every year for a week of 
holiday in the good old days.  The last visit to Oeno was in 2001, and the purpose for the visit this time was to check out 
the island and prepare it for a longer visit later in the summer.  The weather was hot and calm and the travellers returned 
on the 15th, happy and sunburnt. 
  
During these four days, the "Bounty Bay" took some of our people to Henderson Island with its regular passengers, so for 
a couple of days three of our islands were habited. 
 
I last visited Oeno in 1992.  For those Pitcairners who haven’t been home or to Oeno for years and years, even in 1992 
the facilities at Oeno was more luxurious than in the 1970’s.  In 1992 we had a water bore right in camp with a water 
pump unlike the 70’s when we had to walk for ever to find water.  We had a copper for heating our bath water and long 
drop toilets.  The other camp even had a full length bathtup.  One of the reasons why they went to check out the island 
for a longer visit was to check out the state of the existing buildings which was understood to be dilapidated.  The 
materials to construct the new buildings are expected on the next supply ship which means another longer trip is planned 
soon.   
 
When I was a child there were no facilities at Oeno at all, just trees and birds.  The island was unspoilt it was natural and 
beautiful and when we visited usually once each year we had the time of our life.  Each boat set up their own camp and 
each camp slept under a large tarpaulin.  This time I understand as the visit was short some had taken their own small 
tents like Floyd and Vi McCoy used to in the good old olden days when we used to return shining with a tan the fake 
tanners would envy.

Royal, Mike and Heather stayed on board until Auckland arriving on 
Sunday 22 February.  Royal woke one morning and was unable to see.  
Not knowing the problem doctors advised it would be unwise to fly so it 
was lucky Royal was able to stay on the Saga Rose to Auckland.  Shelley, 
Bobby and Desmond drove up from Wellington to meet them and to drive 
the eight or so hours between Auckland and Wellington.  Mike flew down 
next day.  Some 30 years ago Royal had an eye operation and a lens was 
inserted in one of her eyes.  The lens had slipped causing her temporary 
blindness.  She hadn’t been able to see out of her other eye for 30 years 
and the specialist discovered that when she had the operation they didn’t 
put a lens in the second eye.  Both eyes have new lenses and she can  
see better than ever.  Royal is not allowed to fly for three months so is 

stuck in New Zealand for a while. 
 
Mike will be leaving New Zealand on Monday 16 March for Pitcairn enroute Tahiti, Easter Island and the cruise ship 
Hanseatic.  Heather is visiting family in New Zealand and hopes to return on the June ship.  While we were waiting 
on the wharf for the passengers to disembark a whole lot of people arrived from babies to grandparents.  Being 
nosey it was not difficult to speculate they were Heathers family, as the family resemblance was obvious.  They all 
arrived to meet her.

TIMOTHY YOUNG TULL about ARTHUR QUINTAL  
 

Arthur Quintal was born in the turbulent years following the 1793 massacre on Pitcairn.  He was the fourth child of 
Matthew Quintal and Tevarua, and perhaps the longest-lived of them.  His parents did not survive his childhood 
years, and he witnessed some of the later horrific events which befell the community.  However, he was eager to 
learn, and was one of the first to approach John Adams about learning about the Bible. 
 
He was one of the main men who manned the canoes when visiting the early ships on Pitcairn, and one story in 
particular was recounted.  When the HMS Briton and HMS Tagus arrived, there were many canoes which went out 
to visit.  However, one of them had to tend the canoes as the others were aboard, and the lot fell to Quintal.  In an 
early display of political acuteness, he demanded a recount.  This was refused, and, according to John Buffet he 
was made to take care of the canoes “much against his will.” 

 
There was the story about how Arthur Quintal and Daniel McCoy, being young men and in need of attention of the 
softer and sweeter kind, swam off to a rock some distance from shore.  There they agreed to seek the others 
sisters hand in marriage.  From then on the rock was called Tanema (the place of the men’s agreement).  As a 
result, Arthur married Catherine McCoy. 

 
A pious man, Arthur often came at odds with those he deemed too “sinful.”  However, his zeal was not as absolute 
as some may think.  There was one occasion where Dinah Adams was found to be pregnant from Edward Quintal.  
John Adams believed that they should be put to death as per Levitical laws, and ordered their execution.  However, 
Arthur Quintal opposed this, and said that the offence was a great one, but it did not merit death.  Due to this 
intervention on the part of Quintal, the matter was resolved peacefully.  Adams would later tell this story to a visiting 
ship’s captain. 

 
Arthur and Catherine had nine children altogether, the last one being born on the ship Lucy Anne, which took the 
people to Tahiti in 1831 (hence why the baby was called “Lucy Anne”).  At this time, Arthur was a prominent 
member of the community, and was said to be the leader of the Pitcairn band, playing a gourd.  Tragedy struck his 
family when they arrived in Tahiti, and his wife and two of his children died from illness (one of them being the 
recently born Lucy Anne).  Arthur returned to Pitcairn with his other children, and they began to rebuild their lives. 

 
In 1833, Joshua Hill arrived on Pitcairn.  Arthur mistakenly believed that Hill was a genuine and pious man, and 
was one of his early supporters.  Arthur was not overly fond of “outsiders” such as Buffet, Evans and Nobbs, and 
Hills attitude towards them fit in with his beliefs.  However, when Hill went to excess, Arthur began to have second 
thoughts.  When Hill persecuted the three “outsiders” Arthur told him it was not proper to act in that manner for that 
would not be loving your neighbour.  Hill asked him if he knew who his neighbour was, and Arthur said “everyone.”  
Sometime later, Hill sentenced a girl to death for stealing, and Arthur objected.  Hill assaulted him with a sword, but 
Quintal disarmed him, although he was wounded.  This was the beginning of the end for the regime of Joshua Hill. 
 
Arthur married Mary Christian on May 3rd, 1835, and the two had five children altogether, the final one born in 1843.  
Sadly, that same year his wife Mary died, and he was once again a widower.  In the time he was on Pitcairn, not 
counting the Hill regime, he held the office of Island Magistrate for two terms in 1840 and 1841.  In 1843 he served 
as a councillor. 
  
Quintal was one of the many who left Pitcairn for Norfolk and never returned.  His life on Norfolk was quiet and he 
saw many of his descendants grow before he died on November 19th, 1872.

A Pitcairn Island Word 
List’.  Timothy Young has a copy of Agnes Ross version of Pitkern but I left it too late to ask Timmy to compare 
their spelling.  Here are some comparisons of the many ways in which we spell Pitkern words.

BRAVEHEART – arrived on the 5th March bringing the Governor, two corrections officers, a dentist, Sue and a 
psychologist.  Left again on 7th March with the Governor, psychologist and two corrections officers.  Returned again on 
12th March with the Commissioner, Lynn the Social Worker and someone from DFID.  DFID and the dentist will leave 
again on the 14th March. 
 
GOVERNOR Mr Fergusson arrived for a whistle stop visit, his fourth.  They managed to fit in a public meeting, a 
council meeting and a public dinner.   Topics discussed were, Economy, 1970 Pitcairn Constitution, Child 
Safeguarding, Breakwater, Windmills, Alternative harbor, Shipping, Personnel Issues and the Conduct of Government 
Officials (outsiders) was brought up in both the public meeting.  The Governors Representative is a permanent 
position and the Commissioners position will eventually disappear as is the case in other territories.  There is a press 
release heralding Pitcairn’s new governance structure which will be introduced from 1 April 2009.  I will cover this and 
give an update on the various projects in the next newsletter.   
 
KEN FINDLAY was a very good friend of Pitcairn.  We often saw him out at Shuttles (the Pitcairn container) dropping 
of boxes packed full of shopping for someone on Pitcairn.   We often saw him visiting at Ponys.  When he passed 
away on 29 January 2009 at the age of 81, I was surprised because he certainly didn’t look his age.  I had every 
intention of mentioning his passing in last month’s newsletter but it completely slipped my mind.  One of ucklun 
reminded me and gave me a copy of a ‘write up’ on him from their local paper.  Our condolences to Jeanette and his 
family. 
 
 



WALMA WARREN another one of ucklun 
passed away early Monday morning 9 
March 2009 at the age of 86.  We 
understand he was the last of ucklun who 
served in the World Wars on behalf of 
Pitcairn.  He was brother to Oris, 
Desmond and the late Vula.  I saw him 
only a week before he passed away and 
he didn’t look his normal self. It was his 
preference to have a close family only 
funeral which took place the next day. 
Desmond, Sheree and Shelley flew up 
from Wellington for the funeral which was informal.   The family 
conducted the whole service which I understand was very moving.  
Our condolences to his widow Dawn, children Kathy, Paul, John 

and Laurie and grandchildren.   
 
COMMUNITY EVENTS – The usual Fish Fry, Bakery, Sing a long in Church continues to be well attended.  There was 
an evening in the public square showing photos of the recent trip to Oeno and when I couldn’t get hold of mum early 
one morning, they were at the square working on their roster with PIPCO.  Handy Randys, Randy and Nadines home 
handyman business is booming.   Mum said she bought a load of firewood from Randy to help Dennis as she felt it is 
her way of helping now that she is getting too old to chop firewood.  She will be 83 in June.    
 
THE SOLITARY PRISONER at Bobs Valley – I often get asked for an update on the remaining prisoner.  I have held 
off commenting on the current situation in the hope we would have a verdict on the application for Home Detention 
sometime soon.  But this appears to be someway off so here is an update.   
 
The sole prisoner has been by himself in Bobs Valley for six months now.  He had a hearing with the Parole Board late 
October, applying for home detention, which the other four had been granted.  His home detention date was 9th 
December 2008.  On the early December Braveheart ship only two corrections officers arrived to close down the 
prison.  No food provision arrived for the prison either.  In fact in November surplus food from the prison was taken to 
the Store to be sold.  Shortly before Christmas the Parole Commission advised that as there has been no psychologist 
to assess the prisoner/s since December 2007, they had given all relevant documents to an Auckland psychologist to 
assess the prisoner’s possible danger to the community and a decision should be made before the end of January 
2009.   
 
The superintendent who had been there for three months since August, and supposed to leave with his crew of three 
in December, volunteered to stay behind with the two newcomers.  He arranged with the necessary authorities’ 
compassionate leave for the prisoner during Christmas and also home leave every weekday to work on necessary and 
urgent maintenance projects around the house.   He ate breakfast, lunch and dinner at home. 
  
Two new corrections officers arrived on Saga Rose beginning of February, and the superintendent left on the same 
ship, leaving now a full crew of four.  The prisoners hours at home were reduced which means more meals in the 
prison as they now have enough corrections officers to make up the shifts.  But there are still not enough food 
provisions.  Eggs supplied by the prisoners family was eaten by the corrections while he was in lock down time.  The 
prisoners used to have their own vege garden but in anticipation of the prison closing this was discontinued leaving the 
corrections to buy fresh veges from the locals for themselves but none for the prisoner.  The prisoner’s wife is not the 
best gardener.   The prisoner baked bread for the corrections officers.  There is no flour left.  There is no coffee, milk, 
cooking oil etc with little left in the Store to replenish his provisions.  They have not provided any of the non sugar, low-
carb diet foods the doctor and dietician in New Zealand recommended for his diabetes and heart condition.  At the end 
of February he had frozen meat for approximately ten more dinners.  Rumours are there is another hearing sometime 
in May.   Have they ordered provisions to come on the next supply ship, due shortly, and not just for the prisoner but 
for the corrections officers as well?  Don’t know.  Will he starve, of course not, his family will see that he doesn’t but it 
is not their responsibility to feed him.  I can see now why the courts and everyone else has used the excuse “the 
Pitcairn factor” in explaining a lot of their shortcomings.     
 
Arrived with the Governor on the Braveheart on 5 March was a psychologist sent by the Parole Commission to do an 
assessment of the prisoner as well as the four parolees, and he left on the 7th.  The men and their wives last year 
pleaded with the governor to provide a psychologist to help them cope but at the time he responded it is not 
necessary, for the men are not suicidal!!   Now will this delay spell months of waiting again, psychologists are not quick 
to write their reports, and then the Commission members will need time to consider.   
�
Then when you think things couldn’t get any worse, the New Zealand doctors sent the wrong kind of insulin for him on 
the Saga Rose which meant the doctor had to adjust to a new dosage.  Then the Governor brought up the correct 
insulin when he arrived on the 5th March.  On Monday, 9th March there was all sorts of panic as the prisoners heart 
rate was pumping between 45 and 115 (normal is 70) and the doctor feared he had suffered a stroke which would 
have meant evacuating him from Pitcairn which would have caused all sorts of headaches given he is incarcerated in 
prison.  But after a few hours his heart rate settled down.  The incident was probably caused by the prisoner confused 
by stress and changing of various pill dosage, and forgetting to take his heart pill.   



We all know that successful applications for Home Detention and Parole are not an automatic thing.  The worst part in 
all of this is the waiting with no information provided.  There has been no answers of yes, no or maybe.  Just nothing 
but waiting.  Not only doesn’t the prisoner, his family or the community not know, but the Governor do not know 
whether to send corrections officers or how many and the Superintendant doesn’t know whether to order food or not.  
With no spare corrections officers lying around on Pitcairn waiting for jobs, no 24 hour supermarket and three to four 
months between supply ships this is certainly a situation when “The Pitcairn Factor” must surely be considered?    
What a mess.

THE BACK PAGE  

 
OUR LAWS – DO WE UNDERSTAND THEM?  Partners and Partnership is the fashionable saying on Pitcairn.  
Council together with PDT overseen by the Commissioner has been working very hard developing the new 
Governance Structure which would be affected by legal matters.   Some time ago Council and the Community have 
asked for their own legal advisor independent from the Governors legal advisor and asked for more governance 
training without success. 
 
Both PDT and Council have requested and approved changes to certain parts of our law which of course is dependant 
on the Governor putting them into place.  There have been some changes, in fact many changes due to the trials over 
the last 9 – 10 years.  The Governors Office and Pitcairn Government (Council) are working towards upgrading and 
updating the 1970 Pitcairn Constitution as time has rendered parts of it irrelevant and a new Constitution would involve 
incorporating the principles of the European Charter for Human Rights into Pitcairn law, the public meeting on March 
6th was told.  HMG wants to ensure that Pitcairn Constitution rises to a level on par with others, yet still apply to 
Pitcairn way of life.  Work needs to be done tidying the structure of the Island.  The two main seats of power would be 
Council, and the Governors Office.  The PIO would work with both the Council and the Governors Office to support 
items that could not be handled on island or by the Governors Office – the meeting was also told. 
 
There are no lawyers living on Pitcairn.  All council members and PDT members are hard workers with no training 
whatsoever in legal matters.  Their only access to the Governors legal advisor is via the Governors Representative to 
the Governors office to the legal advisor and back again.  As an example of whether or not we understand our own 
laws I will use the Local Government laws pertaining to Elections as a good example that is currently, this minute 
causing some friction in the community.  Rivalry at election time on Pitcairn is no different to other countries and the 
events from the last election which caused interesting news to me didn’t make it into the newsletter at the time 
because I felt it was just electioneering.  I do not propose going into the full details as it primarily comes down to the 
different interpretation of our laws.  Some of us understood the difference in interpretation of the election law would be 
discussed in one forum or another during the recent Governors visit.  It was not.   
 
Due to a misunderstanding a councilor was illegally elected in the December 2007 elections.  His non eligibility was 
not discovered until September 2008 when he was forced to resign from council.  In the December 2008 elections a 
party whom the Governor and Legal Advisor advised was eligible to be elected created much energetic debate as 
some members of the community disagreed with the legal advice.  This controversy has continued and is still 
unresolved.  It revolves around ones interpretation of the law.  Also in the December 2008 elections for the first time, a 
councilor was elected during their absence from the island during nominations and elections.   Pitcairn law allows this 
under Section 15 1(A) of the Local Government Act -  “Ány person qualified to be elected in accordance with the 
provisions of section 14 who at the time of the public meeting prescribed by subsection (1) for the nomination of 
candidates is temporarily absent from the Island for an expected period of up to three months shall be eligible for 
nomination and election provided that the person nominating that……………”   
 
That person was away for a total of 4+ months.  There was debate on what period the 3 months apply to.  One senior 
person I asked said, it is not an issue because the law says 6 months and werent interested in discussing it further as 
there was no objection during the nomination and that person returned within 6 months.  Others didn’t know.  So I 
asked Melanie, the Governors Representative for her opinion, see the end of this section.  You can see they are not 
keen for me to pursue this issue and we should move on.  I agree that it is not good to flog a dead horse, but this is not 
a dead horse, it is still an unresolved issue.   
 
A few have commented that we have operated under these laws for years, which make it unhelpful because there 
have been many law changes in recent years including one in 2008 allowing voting by proxy.  I believe the different 
interpretations of the ‘simple’ election laws proves we need more training in legal matters.  We had a councilor serve 
on the council illegally for nine months and there is still a dispute going on about the eligibility of another.   
 
How can we know when to interpret laws legally or logically?  See Governors Representative reply below.  15 (1A) is a 
relatively new law (2004) yet its interpretation had to be logical because it is not clearly defined.  Changing the 1970 
Pitcairn Constitution is a major change.  If Council are to be partners with the Governor shouldn’t council have their 
own legal advisor to put them on an equal footing otherwise as one Queens Council lawyer stated in court during the 
trials, applying British law to Pitcairners is just like applying the laws of Timbuktoo as far as their understanding of it 
goes.  There is a lot energy going into implementing the changes.  Now is the time to get it right. 
 
 



Melanie Tankard – Governors Representative reply: 
 
It is the responsibility of the Mayor and the Island Secretary to draw up the list of persons eligible to vote in Pitcairn 
elections and those eligible to stand for election.  Once those lists are published the Island Community has a fixed 
time period during which formal challenges may be made to a person's eligibility.  In the case of last year's election, no 
such challenges were made in he relevant timeframe.  I expect you and your readers will appreciate that prolonged 
debates about people's eligibility taking place long after the election period are unhelpful and unsettling for the 
community. 

  
Whilst it would be inappropriate to name names, I can confirm that the Governor's Office was consulted on a couple of 
issues where individuals' eligibility was not clear-cut and legal advice had to be taken.  One such issue revolved 
around when a person's period of residence on the island was deemed to have started.  There are differing views in 
the community about when that person signalled their intention to settle on the island but I can confirm that, on the 
evidence presented to the Governor's Office at the time, the decision was taken that the individual was eligible to 
stand for office. 

  
You ask about para 15 (1)(A) of the Local Govt Ordinance.  This is a matter on which we also sought legal advice as 
the legislation is not specific about when that temporary period of absence should be counted from.  But it was 
decided that the most logical interpretation and the one which provided maximum inclusiveness for all Pitcairners was 
that the period of absence was counted from the day of nomination.  This meant that anybody who was away from the 
island on nomination day but returned within 3 months from that date was eligible to stand for office providing they met 
all other eligibility criteria.  Again, no challenge was received at the time, we are confident the law has been 
appropriately applied and we do not believe the Community's best interests are served by further argument on 
individuals' eligibility.   

  
Hope the above helps to reassure you that electors' eligibility was closely scrutinised at the appropriate time.  We look 
forward to the community and their elected Council working constructively in partnership over the coming year, one 
that promises to be a challenging but exciting year for the governance of Pitcairn.

In reply to last months back page article on that book I received the following comments: 
 
One:  (I was delighted to receive this as I never knew this person was our supporter.  I knew this person as an 
“outsider” when I was a little kid growing up on Pitcairn” 
 
“I too was delighted to see that that book by Marks had ended up 'in the wonky bin' as my family and I call it!  Both she 
and Birkett have done appalling damage to the reputation of our beloved Island - but as ucklun say, time heals, and I 
pray that the ghastly episodes of the past years will soon be seem as a horrible dream - nothing else.”    
 
Two:  “ Regarding Kathy Marks journalistic efforts, amongst a number of things in that book that caused me much 
grief was her reporting that xxxxx xxxxxxx was deceased - both in the text and genealogy chart. How can any 
reputable journalist make such a blatant error - obviously she was neglectful in her research. It makes me wonder how 
many other errors or untruths are in that book. How I wish that I had had the foresight to wait and buy my copy from 
the 'bargain bin'!”  (Kathy Marks deceased person is still very much alive.) 
 
Three:  “ I was interested in your saying that you are going to do additional comments on Marks' travesty, and in 
your use of comments by others.  I just did a comment on a blog that reviewed her garbage the other day.  As I 
recalled, I called it one of the lowest, gutter-scraping example of journalistic "Afghanistanism"* I've ever read.  Its 
sensationalism, inaccuracies, un-buttressed assumptions, and plain journalistic lack of professionalism, place it at the 
bottom of the lowest level of published books. 
 
*Afghanistanism - the unprofessional journalistic practice of blasting or calling question on matters far distant from our 
city or town, while failing to do the same locally; knowing that those distantly will most likely not be able to read our 
charges.  This being so, our assertions -whether true or false - likely won't be called into question.  So we can make 
whatever accusations we wish with almost 100 percent assurance that they won't be questioned.”
