A modern constitution for Pitcairn has been welcomed by Mike
Warren, Mayor of Pitcairn. He said:

"l am pleased Pitcairn now has a modern Constitution. It reflects the
new partnership commitment between Pitcairn and the UK, and it
brings for the first time into its Constitution Fundamental Rights for
the people of Pitcairn. | have petitioned strongly to bring
fundamental human rights to Pitcairn and now my dreams have
come true. OWell done! 6 to ever

From Chris Bryant, Foreign Office Minister:

fFor the first time, the new Constitution includes a Fundamental
Rights chapter. It also establishes the role of the Island Council in
the Constitution and obliges the Governor, in normal circumstances,
to consult with the Island Council before making laws. It clarifies the
independent role of the Pitcairn courts and judicial officers,
guarantees the independence of the public service, institutes an
obligation for independent audit, and makes provision for an
Ombudsman. In other words, it represents the kind of modern
partnership that we aim for with all of our Overseas Territories.0

The Pitcairn Constitution Order 2010 was made on 10 February by
Her Majesty in the Privy Council. It is expected to come into force in
March.

The 1999 White Paper on the Overseas Territories (OTs) committed
the UK to review constitutional frameworks for the Territories to
ensure consistency with the principles that underlie the modern
partnerships between Britain and the OTs. A public consultation
was launched on Pitcairn in September 2009 and there then
followed a series of discussions between individual Islanders, a
Steering Committee set up on the Island specifically for the purpose,
t he | sl and Council , t he Govern
After a great deal of debate, a final text was agreed which had the
support of the Island Council in a special meeting early in February
2010.

The new Constitution replaces a 1970 Order which no longer serves
the needs of those living on Pitcairn. For example, it had no
Fundamental Rights chapter. A Fundamental Rights chapter will
mean that individuals wanting to make a complaint that there has
been a violation of their human rights will now be able to do so in the
local courts. The new Constitution also has provisions that you
would expect in a modern Overseas Territories Constitution on the
role of the Governor, the Executive, the Legislature, the
administration of justice, the public service and audit.

By t he way, pl ease forgive my change of Ahywayddedideddo,do b ut
more on the subject of place names on Pitcairn, and so once again, here goes.

My first topic is a combination of a biography and a place name. Noah Bunker was from North America, and in 1828 he landed

on Pitcairn Island in his boat with George Hunn Nobbs. Both men intended to stay on Pitcairn, but the inhabitants were reluctant.
Bunker, who was ill, was allowed to stay ashore, and eventually the men were allowed to stay and the boat broken up. Bunker, it

has been said, desired the hand of Peggy Christian, but she refused. Whether it was this refusal or something else entirely, Bunker
decided to commit suicide. Now this was not the first attempt at suicide on Pitcairn. William McCoy had succeeded by jumping

off a cliff, and so Bunker decided to follow suit. Since he was bedridden already, this was made more complicated for him, and so

while the family that was taking care of him were having family worship one night, Bunker went out the window and to the cliffs

below modern Adamstown. He tried to fall down the cliff headfirst in order to hit a projecting rock, but instead he missed it and

hit several outcroppings instead (not with his head), and eventually ended up at the bottom, breaking several bones, but still alive.

The following day two men found him and prevented him from crawling to the sea to finish himself. He was once more confined

to bed with a watch put on him, and at one point tried to get someone to bring him a knife (for obvious reasons). In the end, he

ended his life by overdosing on laudanum from hischestt A sad ending to one of the commu

JUSTICE, LEGALITY Dawn Oliver is Emeritus Professor of Constitutional Law at University
AND THE College London and she is the editor of the book, which consists of eight

The prime focus is on the Privy Council decision in the Pitcairn Trials
